As I write this, I am considering 
the first Brick Church due to 
take place on Sunday 16

th
   

February at Trinity Methodist 
Church, Kirkby. Using Lego, 
that great favourite of so many 
ages, we will be reflecting on 
Bible stories, sharing in worship 
and sharing food together. It will 
come as no surprise then that 
building bricks have been very 
much on my mind of late. Apart 
from my joy using Lego over 
many years now, that idea of 
being built together is of course 
very relevant to us in the life of 
the church. Most of us can  
manage to build something out 
of Lego but it really does take 
great skill to build bricks or 
stones together that are not a 
uniform shape and that might 
be odd sizes, some with corners 
knocked off and some with very 
sticky out bits.  

 

Within the life of the Church we 
have that skilled person,        
because Jesus says, ñI will build 
my Churchò (Matthew 16:18). 
We might also think of 1 Peter 2

SOMETHING NEW! 
 

At the September 2019 District 
Synod we were challenged with 
the question ôwhat would we give 
up that was old in order to do 
something new?ô The question 
resonated with me as it was    
similar to the recent thinking of 
some of us at St Johnôs. Evening 
congregations had gradually 
dwindled to an average of      
fourteen and the death of our 
evening accompanist had put  
extra pressure on the Stewards. 
The majority of our evening    
congregation had been in        
attendance at morning worship.  
 
In October 2018 our Church 
Council decided to only have 
evening services twice a month 
and to review after twelve 
months. It was clear that the   
reduction in services still did not 
have appeal or encourage others 
to attend. Some members and 
the stewards in particular were 
concerned that to carry on in this 
way was not the way forward. 
Something needed to be done- 
but what? 
 
 

I shared the Synod challenge 
with others at St Johnôs and we 
discussed the evening services 
at our October 2019 Church 
Council.  After discussion the  
decision was taken to cease  
Sunday evening worship with the 
exception of ñspecialsò. The 
Stewards and Vision Team were 
asked to look at ósomething newô. 
Playing to one our strengths, 
namely catering we decided to 
have an Afternoon Tea followed 
by a Songs of Praise with a      
ten-minute slot for sharing our 
faith. óSunday at St. Johnôsô was 
born. We stepped out in faith with 
Tea and Carols on the 22nd     
December and over 60 people 
attended, of which at least 40% 
had little or no Church          
background or connection. We 
thought Christmas may have   
accounted for the good            
attendance.                                                  
 
January was arranged and we 
were looking forward to          
welcoming 30 people. Imagine 
our surprise when over 50 people 
came and again a good number 
who would not normally be at 
church. By the time you read this 
February will have taken place 
with hopefully more new faces. 
 
The tea is a gift from the church 
although people have asked to 
make a contribution and do so 
with no obligation. I am not sure 
whether this can be classed as 
óradical hospitalityô but it certainly 
is óintentional faith sharingô and 
the sense of fellowship is        
tangible, people feel at home 
amongst us and new folk have 
come on each occasion since we 
began. 
 
What was tired and old and 
which served but a handful of 
people, was given up in order to 
do something new and        
meaningful to an increasing  
number. God is blessing this new 
venture ï where it will lead only 
he knows; but what we at St. 
Johnôs do know is that he is with 
us and where he leads we will 
follow and serve.
